Using TASC to design a campaign for Windrush Day
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You have been invited to join the ‘Windrush Day’ campaign team who are trying to persuade the government to introduce a national bank holiday to celebrate the contribution that Black and Asian people have made to Britain.

You will be working in teams of four and each of you will be taking on different roles: Team Leader, Designer, Script Writer and Monitor:

Team Leader: Main decision maker and the person who is responsible for keeping the group on task. A good leader is a good listener and someone who leads by example.

Script Writer: Main responsibility is producing written material, either in the form of note taking or final drafts.

Designer: Main responsibility is the Art direction of the project; collecting / producing images and working on the layout of the project

Monitor: Main responsibility is to observe the group and assess how effectively each member is contributing. The Monitor will be able to contribute to any discussions in the group, but their main task is to complete the monitoring sheet by the end of the lesson. You will be given a monitoring sheet with areas that you will need to observe.

2) You need to brainstorm as many different methods that you can use to promote your campaign eg adverts, celebrity supporters etc

Identify

1) Your task is to create a campaign to persuade people to support ‘Windrush Day’, a national bank holiday to celebrate the contribution that Black and Asian people have made to Britain. Your campaign needs to include:

· A poster or a series of posters

· A speech

· A slogan

· A presentation of how you are going to advertise or promote the campaign (eg radio / tv adverts, posters on billboards, interviews, celebrity supporters etc)

Generate

1) You need to come up with at least three different versions of each task

Decide

1) You need to decide which of your different versions is the most effective by grading them on a scale of 1-5 with 1 being the most effective.

Implement

You will have 2 lessons to create your campaign

Evaluate

1) Each group is going to take turns to present their projects to the group 
2) 
Those who are listening need to grade the projects using the following

criteria:

· How effective the posters, speech and slogan were (5 marks for each)
· How persuasive the campaign was based on the presentation (10 marks)

· You also need to give a grade for the effort put in by the group (5 marks)
